SPECIFIC CONDITI()NS

i . The SO2 emission from the refinery umt ancludmg the proposed 2" VDU and CIDW

should ngt -exceed 1340 kg/hr.,

ii. - The ETP load should-be, within the design capacny of 540m3/hr.. The total quantity of

. effluent genération should not exceed 414 m3/hr as indicated in the EMP of which
150m3 treated effluent should be recycled and rest 264 m3/hr should be discharged
after proper treatment. The treated effluent should comply with the prescribed
standards.
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The oily sludge generated from the refinery operation should be subjected to melting
pit treatment for recovery of oil. The recovered oit should be recycled. The residual
oilly sludge should be disposed off in the HDPE lined pits. The spent catalyst from
CIDW unit should be sent to supplier for metal recovery.

0il spill response facilities should be in place, in accordance with OISD guidelines

with regard to the likely risks assocmted with transportation of {inished products by
Hoogly-Sea route.

Green belt of adequate width and density should be provided 1o mitigate the effects of
fugitive emission all around the plant in consultation with the local DFQ. The bio-
sludge from biotreater should be used as manure in the green belt development.

Occupational Health Surveillance of the workers should be done on a regular basis
and records maintained as per the Factories Act and the West Bengal Factories Rules.
